Policy Search)

ÅComplete a minimum of 15 college-preparatory courses (a-g 

courses) with a letter grade of C or better, with at least 11 

courses finished prior to the beginning of your last year of 

high school

ÅEarn a grade point average (GPA) of 3.0 or better in these 

courses with no grade lower than a C. 

ÅMeet the examination requirement by taking the ACT Plus 

Writing or SAT with Essay by December of senior yearΦ ¦/Ωǎ 

do not require SAT Subject Tests, but certain programs on 

some campuses recommend them 

Admissions



Look beyond grades and test scores

Å Academic grade point average in all completed "a-g" courses, including 

additional points for completed UC-certified honors courses.

Å Scores on the following tests: ACT with Writing or the SAT Reasoning Test.

Å Number of, content of and performance in academic courses beyond the 

minimum "a-g" requirements.

Å Number of and performance in UC-approved honors, Advanced 

Placement and transferable college courses.

Å Quality of senior-year program as measured by the type and number of 

academic courses in progress or planned.

Å Quality of academic performance relative to the educational 

opportunities available in your high school.

Å Outstanding performance in one or more specific subject areas.
